Vince Heuser, station
manager at Holy Family Ra-
dio, said he hopes the Rosary
on the Air can maintain a
presence on WLLV.

“We'd like to get the rosary
out as much as we can,” said
Heuser.

“The majority of our lis-
teners are Catholic,” Heuser
said of Holy Family Radio.
“The majority of the listeners
of the other station (WLLYV)
are probably not Catholic.
You don’t have to be Catholic
to pray the rosary. It’s prob-
ably a good idea to reach out
whenever we can to the wider
community.”
